POST 16 PROVISION





Earlier this year you were asked to supply CCMS with information relating to the provision of Post 16 Courses in your school.  The purpose of seeking this information was to enable the Council to get a clear picture of Post 16 Provision in the Catholic maintained sector, both in terms of location and the range of courses on offer, and also to assist the Council fulfil its remit in advising DENI on policy relating to Post 16 Provision in Catholic maintained schools.





The excellent response of 98.5% has provided us with a clear picture of the situation.  I enclose for your information a summary of the main findings of the survey and also graphical representation of a) number of students involved in GNVQ and A/AS Levels, and b) number of students taking the various subjects within these categories.





In order to assist with the work on Post 16, the Council has established a Post 16 Advisory Group.  The membership of the Group and its remit are attached.  The Group is chaired by Mrs Pat Carville, Principal of St Patrick’s Girl’s High School, Dungannon and has already met twice, with a third meeting planned for next week.





Arising out of the work of this group there has been general agreement that information is needed on the destination of the pupils who were involved in Post 16 courses in 1996/97.  This would provide a valuable insight into the currency and acceptability of the courses followed.  I apologise for asking you to complete a further survey but unfortunately the information is available from no other source.





I would ask you therefore to complete the enclosed pro-forma and to return it to me at CCMS Headquarters as soon as possible.





I wish to thank you for completing the previous survey form and would welcome any comments you may have on the findings.
