RE:	Business Education Policy: Executive Summary





The past decade has witnessed a growing movement in schools to establish links with local businesses and employers.  While these education-business activities are widespread their local delivery and impact are variable.





CCMS, through its Industry Liaison Panel, actively encourages schools to develop and enhance meaningful business-education links and to that end Council has agreed a Business-Education Policy which will be distributed to schools during the forthcoming academic year.





In the meantime I have enclosed an executive summary of the policy for the attention of your Board of Governors.  Schools are asked to review their involvement with local businesses in the knowledge that such business-education activities when fully integrated into the curriculum can raise pupil achievement and self-esteem while bringing the school into closer working partnership with the local community.
