Reconstitution of Boards of Governors of

Catholic Maintained Schools

You will be aware that the Boards of Governors of schools are normally reconstituted following the local government elections and the reconstitution of Education and Library Boards which follow these elections.

The Council has been advised that the local government elections will take place in June 2001 with the Education and Library Boards being reconstituted with effect from 30th November 2001.  Accordingly Boards of Governors will be reconstituted thereafter.

The Council believes that the identification and selection of Governors interested in and capable of School Management is vital to the success 

of any school.  The Council, therefore, is issuing the enclosed detailed advice and guidance for consideration by local trustee representatives.  This guidance will not only clearly identify the range of duties and responsibilities which Boards of Governors have to undertake but will also detail the administrative process necessary for the reconstitution of Boards of Governors.

However, you may wish to take the opportunity over the next two months to give some consideration to your appointments to Boards of Governors of Catholic Maintained Schools within your Parish.
