ICO Guidance on accessing exam information
The Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO) recently published guidance on what exam information students are entitled to under the Data Protection Act 1998 and the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  The ICO is currently notifying public authorities in Northern Ireland who may find the guidance of interest.
Students are generally entitled to information about their exam performance under the Data Protection Act, including examiners’ comments, although they do not have to be provided with a copy of the examination script.

Individuals may also use the Freedom of Information Act to find out more about their school’s policies and procedures in respect of the award of marks and appeals.
