RE:  CLASS SIZES IN FOUNDATION STAGE AND KEY STAGE 1 – 2010/11
1)
Your school will have received a letter from the Department of Education dated 25 February 2010 regarding the above. The purpose of the Department’s letter is to remind you that the Class Size Policy, under Article 16 of the 1998 Education (Northern Ireland) Order limits by statute, to a maximum of 30 pupils, the number of children in Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 classes (P1-P4).

2) In order to be considered for additional funding, a school MUST first meet the basic criterion that it expects to have a PTR in the 2010/11 school year which is above the N.I. average of 20.4 

3) It is important that you examine your next school year’s enrolment and proposed organisation of classes against the stated policy and ensure that your Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 class groupings will meet the legal requirements.  

4) The Circular states “It is not expected that compliance will cause difficulties for the great majority of schools so financial assistance will be required only in a small number of exceptional cases.’ 
‘It may also be necessary and appropriate in some instances to redeploy existing teaching resources from Key Stage 2 to Foundation and Key Stage1 years i.e. P1-P4. 

Principals should ensure that they are making the best use of existing resources before seeking additional funding.” 

It may be possible, for example, to reorganise teaching resources within the school, including, if necessary, the use of composite classes to ensure compliance.
5)
If you feel that your school has a case to make for additional funding, and in some circumstances for additional accommodation, it is very important for the Principal in the first instance to discuss the school’s needs with your local CCMS Diocesan Team.  It is important to do this before you complete the application form in order to clarify any queries that you might have.
6)
Funding is for one year only.  Those schools that received funding last year will again, like all schools, have to examine their needs against the criteria set out and decide if they need to make application for next school year.

The completed form should be forwarded to Class Size Applications at CCMS Headquarters, 160 High Street, Holywood, BT18 9HT on or before 19 March 2010 and not to the Area Board.  CCMS will subsequently process the applications at Diocesan level and liaise with the Area Boards.

Since the Department has delegated the funding of Class Size to each Education and Library Board, the appropriate Board will notify schools directly regarding decisions.

In conclusion, we reiterate the importance of consultation with your CCMS Diocesan Team at the local Diocesan Office in the first instance regarding advice and guidance on the application process.
